Summary
1. Winning lead (NSW) had >70% good draw shots ( <.5m) compared to 63% Victorian lead.

2. NSW 2nd clearly had the better of the Victorian 2nd, 46% good draw bowls compared to  25%. A massive 77% < 1m for NSW compared to only 33% for the Victorian 2nd.  The game was certainly won from the front.
3. 45% of all Draw shots are good bowls ie < .5m from target.

4. 10% of all Draw Shots are “bad bowls” ie > 2m from target.

5. The variety of shots required to be played by the Skip and Third seems to reduce the percentage of good draw shots. Ie Lead plays ~65% but skips play ~38 %.
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
